2008 was another year of rapid change with continued
growth of relatively new programs (Hospitalist Service,
in particular), additions to staff, and continued evolution
of our model of care.

Since February 2007, we have had an electronic medical
record (EPIC) fully operational in almost all our clinical
areas (inpatient and outpatient), with the last few areas
rapidly coming on line. We are all becoming more facile
with the system and this certainly has improved our
ability to access clinical data. Additionally, we are also
already seeing benefits in provider communication and in
increased efficiency of clinical care.

During 2007 and 2008, there were ongoing discussions
between the new governance structure of HCMC
(Hennepin Health Systems, Inc. [HHS]) and the
physician practice (Hennepin Faculty Associates [HFA])
on how best to work together. Both organizations are
committed to enhancing HCMC’s role as a safety net
teaching hospital and are committed to work together to
improve efficiencies. Integration between the two
organizations remains an area of discussion. The ultimate
goal is a truly unified health system; the current strategy
is to work together as a virtual system, while we evolve
toward that goal.

Over the past two years, the HHS Board has implemented
a capital budget plan that has resulted in a new look for
many areas of our hospital. The basic infrastructure, the
general appearance and maintenance of public spaces,
patient rooms and clinics have all had a significant
upgrade. The Medical Intensive Care Unit (MICU)
moved to a new space at the north end of Red 7 in
October 2008. This 24-bed MICU is a state-of-the-art
facility. All the patient rooms are private, single bedded,
designed for state-of-the-art patient care now and into
the future and includes ample space for families. Many
members of staff had input into the layout and design of
the unit with a goal of promoting communication and
ease of movement. Other upgrades included the opening
of an observation unit on the south side of Red 5, and
additional cardiac/renal monitored beds in the north
wing of Green 6, and a total re-make and expansion of
the Oncology Infusion Center. The acute dialysis unit is
now in the old MICU 1 space on the south side of Red 7.
These changes did cause some disruption in patient and
traffic flows, but overall the upgrades were implemented

with relatively minor disruptions and represent a
significant advance.

As a result of these new developments,

the hospital’s bed capacity
has increased, and with that

there have been an
increased number of
admissions to the hospital.

To meet this increased capacity, the

Hospitalist service has
been expanded and now admits

patients on a 24/hour basis.

Our faculty focus this year highlights the ever expanding
role of the Hospitalist Program. This program was
launched in July of 2005 after many months of planning.
The initial mandate was to help care for patients in
collaboration with the gastroenterology and orthopedic
services. As time went by, the roles of the hospitalists
were expanded as part of the growth initiative and the
increasing bed capacity at HCMC to assume care of acute
medicine admissions. With the additional volume of
patients, the Hospitalist Program dramatically expanded
during 2008 and now performs a varied role within the
Department. In addition to caring for patients in tandem
with the internal medicine residency program, the
hospitalists are now serving as attending physicians on
both the general medicine services and the inpatient
cardiology service. (See page 10 for additional information.)

Many areas have developed new services or have refined
existing services to reflect advances in medicine.
Cardiology has recruited a new Director of Electro-
physiology Dr. Rehan Karim and he has updated our
technology in that area. Cardiology has also increased our
STEMI volumes with an innovative program that has cut
door to balloon time to the shortest in the metro area.
Cardiology with Critical Care has developed a major
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cooling program for out-of-hospital arrest that is also
finding expanded indications. Gastroenterology has been
innovative in expanding the role of diagnostic EUS into
the ICU and also expanding the range of outpatient EUS
to include diagnosis of extrapulmonary TB and
sarcoidosis. These are just examples of dynamic advances
in medicine that are being developed, refined, or adopted
and incorporated into our practice.

Clinical

For the 12th consecutive year, U.S. News and

World Report recognized HCMC as

one of the nation’s best
hospitals. In 2008, HCMC was cited for

excellence in Endocrinology and

Kidney Disease.

Hennepin’s recognized patient care in endocrinology at
the Hennepin Center for Diabetes and Endocrinology
includes comprehensive services to people with hormonal
disorders such as diabetes. In the area of kidney disease,
we provide diagnostic and treatment services for patients
with all types of kidney disease and diabetes and is
nationally recognized for renal research. The transplant
program was the first kidney transplant center in the
Upper Midwest and has been recognized as one of the top
three transplant programs in the nation by the University
Health Consortium.

In 2008, clinical activity and total physician encounters
increased significantly from 2007 to 2008. Outpatient
encounters rose 7.2% while inpatient encounters rose
13.8% for a 10% increase from 119,000 in 2007 to
131,000 in 2008 (Figure 1). In 2008, the medicine
inpatient services experienced an increase in inpatient
discharges of 11.5% from 9,339 in 2007 to 10,413 in
2008. The average length of stay for inpatients rose
slightly from 4.13 days in 2007 to 4.35 days in 2008.
Total inpatient days increased by 17.5% to 45, 278 in
2008. Total gross billing for all clinical activities rose by

6.2%, from $36.56 million in 2007 to $38.82 million
in 2008.

The Department of Medicine’s revenues increased
slightly from years past. Our total revenues were just
over $40 million (Figure 2). This represents an increase
of 0.9% from $39.78 million in 2007 to $40.14 million
in 2008. Revenue from Hennepin County contract
(which supports some educational and administrative
functions and also helps support physician activities
necessary to provide for the uninsured and underinsured
segments of our practice) rose by 20% from $7.2 million
in 2007 to $8.64 million in 2008. Net revenue from
clinical billings increased from $17.38 million in 2007
to $18.53 million in 2008, an improvement of 6.7%.
Revenue from services and contracts rose 23.7% from
$2.74 million in 2007 to $3.38 million in 2008. Direct
costs from grants and contracts decreased by 23.2% from
$12.47million in 2007 to $9.58 million in 2008. In
2008, 78% of the department’s total revenue base, or
$31.50 million was generated through clinical activities,
grants and contracts, and professional services contracts
(Figure 3).

Education

The Internal Medicine Residency Program staff,
departmental and institutional support, has now nearly
completed a transition for acute medicine admissions
from purely teaching based teams to a balance between
teaching and hospitalist services. This transition was
galvanized by multiple factors including an increase in
the patient census and resident work hour regulations
mandated by the Accreditation Council on Graduate
Medical Education (ACGME).

Our resident trainees come from all parts of

the country and the world and work together

to support our mission to care for a vulnerable

patient population. A strength of
our program include its

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diversity of trainees, the
palpable camaraderie
between residents and staff and
superb clinical training.

Research

Our commitment to basic and applied research remains
strong, particularly in the areas of prevention and
treatment of conditions that are over represented in our
patient population. These areas include: cardiovascular
disease, diabetes, chronic renal failure, obesity,
addictions, toxicology, HIV infection, Hepatitis C, sleep
apnea, and critical aspects of hemodynamic and organ
support for critically ill and injured patients. There is
modest but high quality basic research and more robust

clinical research including clinical trials in several areas
and a highly advanced outcomes research group staffing
the United States Renal Data Systems operation and the
Chronic Disease Research Group. The members of the
Department published 134 articles, editorials, book
chapters and books in 2008.

This year’s research focus is on geriatrics, and specifically
the importance of the work done by Anne Murray, M.D.,
M.Sc., on cognitive impairment in patients with chronic
kidney disease. A summary of Dr. Murray’s research
activities can be found on page 24.

Other Highlights

In 2008, under the leadership of John Ely, M.D., a
palliative care service was initiated at HCMC. Dr. Ely
brought with him extensive practice and teaching
experience from his work at the Midwest Palliative and
Hospice Care Center in Glenview, Illinois, as well as
experience with international teaching and consulting
experiences in Russia, Romania, and Azerbaijan. Dr. Ely’s
impact has been felt throughout the hospital. He has
helped guide patients through various stages of serious,
life threatening and terminal illness. He has built a team

to work in collaboration with a patient primary care team
to ensure continuity of care, comprehensive pain and
symptom management, care of psychological and
spiritual needs, and family support and assistance.

Other highlights included a transition in the leadership
of the Division of Cardiology when Dr. Bradley Bart
(featured in last year’s annual report along with Dr.
Steven Goldsmith) assumed duties as the full-time
Director of the Division of Cardiology. Dr. Richard
Asinger, previous Director of the Division of Cardiology,
reduced his administrative and leadership duties, while
maintaining highly important clinical and educational
roles. The Department of Medicine and the Division of
Cardiology are indebted to Dr. Richard Asinger for his
outstanding and effective divisional leadership over the
previous seven years and his outstanding service to the
Department of Medicine since 1975.

In 2008, our colleagues at Hennepin Faculty Associates
(HFA) learned that they had earned the highest score
overall of the 33 clinics evaluated in the 2008
HealthPartners Consumer Choice Survey. The survey of
6,923 adults rated their satisfaction with the care and
service they received from their clinic. Overall, 72% of
HFA Clinics reported that they were “very satisfied with
their clinic,” while 79% of our patients would,
“definitely” recommend Hennepin Faculty Associates
to adults, friends, or family members.

In 2008, we saw the addition of several wonderful new
colleagues in the Divisions of Cardiology, General
Internal Medicine, Hematology/Medical Oncology,
Infectious Diseases and International Medicine, and
Rheumatology. Please see “New Faculty Section” on
page 14 for more information.

2008 also saw the departure of several faculty members
in the Divisions of Cardiology, Hematology/Medical
Oncology, and Rheumatology. We were particularly sorry
to see the departure of several important long-time
colleagues and friends. Dr. Thomas Bloss has had major
roles in Rheumatology and in developing our off-site
ambulatory care network. He is retiring from medical
practice. Dr. Kyuhyun Wang has been an important
clinical cardiologist here for decades, and he has been a
wonderful teacher recognized by many teaching awards.
He is a world class electrocardiographer and likely there

is none better at teaching this area to students, residents,
fellows, and faculty. Dr. Wang is transitioning to work in
a consultative capacity at the University of Minnesota
Hospitals.

There were many other
important developments
during the year and only a few can be

highlighted.

The Hospitalist Program has added physician assistants
to their complement of providers. These include Michelle
Kohner, Jennifer Siegle, and Casey Stessman. They are
highly skilled and have improved our ability to care for
patients and to educate residents by increasing capacity
and taking over important patient care roles on the wards
and in the observation unit.

Michelle Herbers who has worked for a number of years
at Hennepin County Medical Center, most recently in
the Division of General Internal Medicine, was appointed
the Internal Medicine Residency Program Coordinator,
effective August 2008.

To commemorate the 20th Anniversary of the Alvin L.
Schultz Professorship, we hosted an evening event for
current faculty, residents, and alumni and special guests
on September 25, 2008 at the new downtown
Minneapolis Central Library. For details and photos of
this special event, see pages 48-49.

We look forward to continued service to our community
through our commitment to excellence in clinical care,
education, scholarly activity, and leadership.

Our theme and faculty focus this year is on our relatively
new and growing Hospitalist Program. In 2004, the
Department of Medicine embarked on a project that
would change the manner in which medical care would
be delivered at Hennepin County Medical Center
(HCMC). In response to a number of factors, including
increasing patient volumes and intensity of care, the
Division of General Internal Medicine started a
Hospitalist Program.

Hospitalist Services are staffed by physicians whose
practice consists entirely of patients who are currently
in the hospital. Initially, the mandate of the program
at HCMC was to help care for patients in collaboration
with the Gastroenterology and Orthopedics Services.
This teamwork provided medical co-management
intended to improve overall patient care as well as
decreased hospital length of stay.

In the beginning stages of planning the program,
Dr. Scott Davies, Chief of the Department of Medicine
selected Dr. Glen Varns, then a Medicine Chief Resident
at HCMC, to be the program’s first leader. Together with
several members of administration from both Hennepin
Faculty Associates (HFA) and HCMC, they spent much
of the beginning of 2005 planning the program’s launch.
After many meetings and months of preparation, the
program admitted its first patient July 5, 2005.

During those first formative years of the program, a
parallel shift was happening in the residency program.
Spurred by revisions in resident work hours and growth
in hospital admissions, the Hospitalist Program made
plans to begin sharing the inpatient workload with the

residency program. Hospitalist physicians would assume
care of some patients admitted overnight and directly
admit patients from the Emergency Department during
the morning shift.

With the additional patient admissions, it became
evident that more than three Hospitalist physicians
would be required to sustain and expand the program,
and recruitment continued in earnest. In 2008, the
program hired additional physicians and began
employing Physician Assistants to extend the reach
of the Hospitalist Service.

With an expanded number of providers, the Hospitalist
Program also began to perform a more varied role within
the Division. In addition to caring for patients as a
tandem service with the Internal Medicine Residency
Program, the hospitalists began serving as attending
physicians on the General Medicine services as well as
the inpatient Cardiology service.

Throughout the development and growth of the
Hospitalist Program, the priority has been maintaining
the excellent quality of inpatient care delivered at
HCMC while simultaneously providing a platform for
care to be delivered efficiently, and to more patients.
We have developed this program in a way that
complements and supports medical education at HCMC,
and look forward to helping meet the ever expanding
challenges faced by an urban teaching hospital.

The Hospitalist Program embraces the proud legacy
that defines HCMC and looks forward to continued
contribution to this vital mission.

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Anne Murray, M.D., M.Sc., has been caring for dementia
patients and studying dementia’s natural history, risk
factors, and outcomes for more than 20 years. For the
past 13 years, she has practiced as an HFA geriatrician
at Augustana Senior Care Clinic. She is an Associate
Professor of Medicine at the University of Minnesota, and
an investigator and neuroepidemiologist for the Chronic
Disease Research Group, the United States Renal Data
System, and the Berman Center divisions of the
Minneapolis Medical Research Foundation (MMRF).

Dr. Murray’s recent work has focused on the epidemiology
of cognitive impairment in patients with moderate to
late-stage chronic kidney disease. Conducting a study of
375 hemodialysis patients at HCMC and throughout the
Twin Cities, her team found that about 70 percent of
hemodialysis patients aged older than 55 years have
moderate to severe (dementia-level) cognitive impairment.
Risk of developing dementia is about three times higher
for hemodialysis patients than for the general population.
Stroke was the strongest risk factor for cognitive
impairment, followed by high dialysis “dose,” or the
amount of toxin removed over a given time. Long-term
follow-up showed the high levels of cognitive
impairment increasing slightly over three years, although
about 20% of patients improved.

In another study, Dr. Murray’s research team found that
the hemodialysis process often causes severe temporary
confusion, or delirium, during dialysis, with apparent
recovery after each dialysis session. Over time, continued
repetitive hemodialysis may contribute to dementia.

Dr. Murray suspects that
hemodialysis causes
cognitive impairment
because of a rapid drop in blood volume to

the brain, and brain swelling as blood and

waste products are removed from the body.

This blood flow hypothesis
is supported by the facts
that blood pressure in the
brain drops during dialysis,
incidence of stroke is
highest during or within
30 minutes after dialysis,
and stroke is four times
more common in dialysis
patients than in the general

population.

With support from MMRF, Dr. Murray has planned
another research project using trans-cranial Doppler to
measure cerebral blood flow velocity in the main arteries
of the brain during dialysis, while also measuring
cognitive function, in hopes of seeing a clearer picture
of the impact of blood flow changes. Dr. Murray also
intends to examine how conventional, in-clinic
hemodialysis affects cognitive function compared with
home hemodialysis. She hypothesizes that the negative
effects of hemodialysis will be much less pronounced
using home hemodialysis, because it is a longer, slower
process that may be gentler on the brain.

In 2008, Dr. Murray and her team began a new pilot
study to measure how commonly cognitive impairment
occurs in patients with moderate chronic kidney
disease—patients who have lost half or more of their
kidney function, but do not need dialysis yet. This level
of chronic kidney disease affects about 15 million people
in the U.S., and most elderly people, because kidney
function usually declines with aging. Many of these
patients also have diabetes, now the leading cause of
chronic kidney disease.

In this ongoing pilot study, subjects aged 25-85 years
from the HFA nephrology clinic receive annual
cognitive, physical function, and laboratory testing.
A small sample also receive brain MRIs to see how
commonly “silent” and symptomatic stroke and
microvascular changes occur, and to check for shrinkage,
or atrophy, commonly seen in Alzheimer’s disease.
Preliminary study results indicate moderate to severe
cognitive impairment is very common in chronic kidney
disease patients, and that there is a large amount of
microvascular disease and brain shrinkage on their brain
MRI’s. Dr. Murray is applying for a grant from the
National Institutes of Health to expand and continue
this pilot study.

Dr. Murray’s long-term goal is to

continue to improve our
understanding of the
complex ways that kidney
disease and diabetes
increase risk of cognitive
impairment and dementia.

Armed with this information, she and

other researchers can investigate ways to

prevent these conditions from developing.
